TRENTON - The Police
Department is seeing
positive results from
their latest attempt to
modify how motorists
think in the city. In
January officers started
issuing summons to
motorists who left their autos running and unattended.
Would-be car thieves view these autos, left running to
warm-up during the cold months, as easy pickings.
    A department spokesman told the K9News-Revival that
no driver has received more than one ticket for the violation.
“Conduct modification is a large part of this program and
one ticket seems to be enough for responsible drivers to
learn by,” the spokesman stated.
    In yet another example of tickets modifying conduct, the
K9News-Revival has learned that Director Santiago has
received only one ticket this year for parking his work car
illegally. Last year Santiago received two tickets for parking
his work car illegally. Thus far, the director has succeeded
in lowering his illegal parking violations by 50% this year.
    It has been purported that Santiago lowered the crime
rate in Newark by 50% during his tenure there. The
K9News-Revival is investigating to see if the 50% drop was
a result of conduct modification on the part of Santiago.

TRENTON – Last night City Council approved a $1.8 million plan to
have council chambers renovated.

    The contested portion of the restoration project relates to the
intended plaster resurfacing of the ceiling in preparation for a mural
to be painted. Mayor Doug Palmer addressed council before the vote
saying, “We have a mural depicting what made Trenton so great at
the beginning of the 20th century. Now we will document the
greatness of Trenton and the people that matter at the start of the
21st century.”
    The mural (below) is a two-bit rendition of a fresco that
Michelangelo painted on the ceiling of the Sistine Chapel. In the
updated version, Mayor Palmer is depicted as God with Police
Director Santiago at his right hand. During a brief debate by council,
the proposal appeared destined for failure. Several council members
wanted their likenesses to replace the cherubs that swoon around
Palmer. However, the debate was quickly ended when Mayor
Palmer told the council members, “It is time to vote yes now.”
    Council unanimously passed the measure; and work on the
renovations is scheduled to begin within the year.
    Included in the renovation package is money for two portraits of
Police Director Joe Santiago that are to adorn the walls in council
chambers. These paintings, too, are cheap rip-offs of masterworks,
and because they lack the prestige of Hizzoner’s visage, they will
likely fade into obscurity in a few months.
